Dr. Sharma strongly advocated against underage driving,
making a passionate appeal to both parents and community members to refrain from allowing individuals
under 18 years to operate vehicles. This message resonated particularly well with the audience, given the
increasing instances of underage driving in the region.
The interactive session took an important turn when Dr. Sharma engaged students in a discussion about
emergency response protocols. He outlined step-by-step procedures for handling road accident situations,
emphasizing the crucial role bystanders play in saving lives during the golden hour after an accident. The
students were educated about basic first aid techniques and the importance of promptly alerting emergency
services.
Dr. Sharma also acknowledged various organizations and donors who support road safety initiatives,
highlighting how community involvement strengthens such safety campaigns. The presentation included real-
life examples and statistics that helped students understand the gravity of road safety issues.
The program concluded with a powerful ceremonial oath-taking session where all 200 students pledged to
strictly adhere to road safety laws and regulations. This collective commitment demonstrated the program's
success in creating awareness and inspiring responsible behavior among young adults.
